Packaging Material being sent to Rendering Plants

As a result of the recent feed contamination incident large quantities of pork and pork products are being sent to rendering plants. An exceptional arrangement has been put in place to allow this material be rendered without removing the plastic packaging. 

This Department has received reports of difficulties being experienced at rendering plants caused by the receipt of large quantities of cardboard and also pallets. These materials cause particular problems for rendering. 

Material for rendering should be transported in a tipper truck or in a skip and, as far as possible, should be sent loose. This may require unboxing material, but if so this should only take place after the consignment intended for transportation has been presented to the DAFF representative and the PRS2 form completed, and after he or she has confirmed that all necessary checks have been completed.  

Pallets should also be removed prior to despatch to the rendering plant. The truck/skip should be securely covered to avoid spillage of product.
