Receipts (or invoices marked paid, signed and dated by a company employee) should contain the following information:

· Be on headed paper and contain the name, address and VAT number of supplier/contractor

· Applicants name and address

· Invoice number and date where applicable

· Detail of purchases itemised and referencing serial numbers

· Actual cost of each item excluding VAT

· Total VAT and discount if applicable
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Maximum claim for labour cannot exceed 50% of total cost which must include both own labour/machinery and contracted labour/machinery costs with the exception of contractors who undertake to provide both labour and materials to implement the action fully.

For actions which are fully contracted out from start to completion, a single invoice from the contractor for the full amount should be submitted.

Note: Payments shall be calculated on the basis of what is found to be eligible.  It the claim amount submitted by the applicant exceeds the amount eligible by more than 3% then a monetary penalty for the difference between the two amounts may be deducted from the amount eligible for grant aid.
