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The Terms and Conditions of the Agri-Environment Options Scheme and the Natura 2000 Scheme dated 30 March 2010 are supplemented by the addition of the following text:

 Milk Production Partnerships:
Farmers in a registered Milk Production Partnership (MPP) who are classified as 'milk producer' or 'other farmer' are eligible to apply for the scheme provided that
· the application is made in the same name as the 2010 Single Payment Application

· the application is accompanied by a list of the LPIS parcels each individual partner has brought to the partnership 
· all partners must subscribe to the scheme 

· each partner in the MPP deliver commitments on the parcels brought to the partnership by him/her to a maximum value of €5000 per partner
· individual partners will be personally responsible for delivery of specific commitments on specific land parcels 
· individual partners will be personally liable for non- performance of specific commitments on specific parcels
Partners in a Milk Production Partnership may use the application form published on the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries & Food website and 

· must clearly indicate on the application form directly underneath the PPSN No. and Herd No. that he/she is a member of a MPP
· list the names of all other partners.
