Dear REPS 3 participant,

You are reminded, as a REPS 3 participant, of the necessity of fulfilling all the obligations and commitments that you signed up to when you joined REPS 3. Specific commitments regarding your farm are contained in your REPS plan and general scheme requirements are contained in the scheme Terms and Conditions and the Farmer’s Handbook. You should make yourself aware of the contents of these documents. When you joined REPS 3 you signed the application form and declared that you had

· read and agreed to be bound by the Terms and Conditions of the scheme,

· read and understood your obligations under the scheme detailed in the Farmer’s Handbook

· undertook to carry out your farming activities in accordance with your 

Agri-environmental Plan and the Farmer’s Handbook  

In considering your REPS obligations and commitments you should pay particular attention to the following items:

Record sheets

REPS 3 participants must record the application of fertilisers on the attached sheet (which can be photocopied). This sheet must be included in your RECORD SHEETS replacing Record Sheet 3. When completing the Application of Fertilisers Record Sheet the following applies:

· Keep records of the application of fertilisers on the basis of fields/plots identified in the soil sample reference areas (Consult your REPS 3 plan for details of soil sample identification.) Plots/fields within the same soil sample area can be listed together for recording purposes where the same crop is grown (e.g. grassland, spring barley) and the same fertiliser requirement is indicated on the REPS plan.

· Where specific plots/fields are identified in the REPS plan, records of fertiliser applications to these areas must be maintained on this individual plot/field basis.

Fencing

REPS 3 participants should be aware that fences such as those required for habitats, boundaries and watercourses must be in place at all times for the duration of the REPS contract i.e. permanently in place regardless of the presence of livestock. Any exception to the above must be clearly detailed in your REPS plan.

Failure to comply with these requirements will result in the imposition of penalties.
