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Rural Environment Protection Scheme (REPS)

End of Transitional Rules 

Formal approval of the Rural Development Plan (R.D.P.) was granted by the European Commission on 28 September 2000. Accordingly, the transitional rules introduced last year are no longer in operation.

Applications for extension to existing contracts under Transitional Rules

All applications under the transitional rules for extensions to terminating five year contracts can be processed and approved for appropriate payment, including those contracts which terminated on 30 September 2000. No further offers of extension will be made as the transitional rules cease on approval of the R.D.P.

Applications for new five year contract - transformation of undertakings 

No further applications for new five year contracts i.e. applications from existing participants to transform their undertakings to include S.M.A. or additional land, can be approved. Decisions on any such applications lodged in F.D.S. offices prior to 28 September 2000 will be taken following consultation with the European Commission. 
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
