REPS 1X participants (End of Transitional Rules)

Participants accepted into the Scheme after 30/7/99 having completed a REPS 1X to join REPS. (Anniversary dates 1/12/00)

The Department has issued a REPS 2 1CX to REPS 1X participants with anniversary dates of 1/12/00 advising them that the REPS 2 1CX and a new agri-environmental plan must be submitted before 31/3/01. No further payments under the Scheme can be made until the new agri-environmental plan is submitted, accepted and approved. Plans accepted and approved will have a commencement date of 1/12/00.

Participants in the above category who did not sign a REPS 1X by virtue of the fact that the agri-environmental plan was received in the Farm Development office on or before 30/7/99 (Circular 53/99) may continue in REPS 1. Participants in this category who wish to continue in REPS 1 should apply to Johnstown Castle for a standard REPS 1C and will be given two months from the date of issue to return the REPS 1C to the local office. The option to join REPS 2 by submitting a new five year contract with REPS 2 1CX may also be availed of.

Participants accepted into the Scheme after 30/7/99 having completed a REPS 1X to join REPS. (Anniversary dates 1/1/01)

A letter and REPS 2 1CX will issue to these participants before the end of December informing them that a new agri-environmental plan to comply with the REPS 2 specifications will have to be submitted. These participants will be allowed up to 30/04/01 i.e. four months from the anniversary date to submit a plan to comply with the new specifications. No further payments under the Scheme can be made until the new agri-environmental plan is submitted, accepted and approved. Plans accepted and approved will have a commencement date of 1/1/01.
