Rural Environment Protection Scheme (REPS 2000)

Clarification of issues in relation to the Reps 5V form

N.B. Reps 5V must be fully completed and signed. All boxes must be filled in with the exception of no. 11 listed below and the unlabelled box (*) in the animal numbers section. 
Please find attached sample Reps 5V form, which is based on the sample Reps plan circulated at the Reps Seminars held in December 2000. Brief explanatory notes are written beside the original entries where considered necessary. Where a further explanation is required, the number appearing at the individual entry corresponds to the number on the explanations outlined below:

1. Figures not generally available direct from the Plan

It is necessary to calculate the figures on the following items, as part of the REPS payment to participants is based on compensating farmers for income foregone or extra spending in relation to these items;
· Total tonnes of lime required;

· Length of watercourse requiring maintenance (bottom of Page 11)

· No. of farm buildings (under Measure 1) requiring maintenance;

· Area of habitats on non-target areas;

· No. of features to be retained (Measure 5 middle of page 12);

· Length of tillage boundary.10
2. Projected Production of P (B on Page 5 of Plan)

Insert 0 in this box unless P calculations were required in preparing the Plan. 

3. Total Area receiving 0 kg of Chemical N (Page 6 of Plan)



When calculating this figure, exclude the area of the farmyard.

4. Total area receiving <25Kg of Chemical N (Page 6 of Plan)



The figure of 25 is correct.

5. Volume Animal/Other Wastes Imported(Top of Page 6 of Plan)

The word Imported was omitted in error from this statement. 

6. Key Adjustment (Bottom of Page 6 of Plan)

A key adjustment is a key change that the farmer makes in order to comply with REPS. We ask you to list up to 4 key adjustment codes that are detailed in the plan. If you have listed more than 4 in the plan, then you should list what you consider are the four most important adjustments on the 5V form. 

7. No. of Livestock Watering Points/ Piped Drinkers 

See “Specify requirements for watering of livestock” under Measure 3 on page 11 of plan.

8. Habitat type – on both target and non-target areas (Top of Page 12 of Plan)

As with the key adjustments, we ask you to list up to 4 key habitat type codes taken from the approved list. If there are more than 4 habitat types on the farm, then you should list what you consider are the four most important habitat types, beginning with target areas. Exclude farm and field boundaries as they are accounted for elsewhere.

9. No. of Unsightly Features 

This is the number of unsightly features identified on page 13 under Measure 8.
10. Length of Tillage Boundary

If you have 2 tillage fields side by side separated by a fence, you include both sides of the fence in your calculations to get the total boundary length of each individual field. 

11. Max Ewe equivalent allowed on target area

Until Commonage Framework Plans are in place and used in drawing up agri-environmental plans, this box can be left vacant.
