Resumption of On-Farm Visits in The Cooley Area.

 

Approved Planning Agencies must ensure that all planners attached to the agency are fully aware of the contents of this circular before they resume on-farm visits under the REP Scheme.

This Circular should be read in conjunction with Circular 26/01 of the 10 May 2001 and the Protocols attached thereto.

 

Circular 26/01 sets out the general conditions to be adhered to by REPS planners on the resumption of on-farm visits.

 

Additional to the provisions of Circular 26/01 where REPS planners intend to carry out an on-farm visit on holdings in the Cooley area of County Louth the planner must, in the first instance, contact the DVO, North Quay, Drogheda (Tel:  041-9838933) and obtain clearance for the proposed farm visit.

 

Planners must be vigilant in observing the existing protocols and must also comply with any further precautionary advice given by the DVO in relation to on-farm visits in the Cooley area.
