REPS participants farming within the Twelve Bens /Garraun Complex and Maumturk Mountains SACs must amend the REPS plan by submitting form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1 and undertake to abide by these terms and conditions and the Terms and Conditions of the Rural Environmental Protection Scheme. Form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1 must be prepared in accordance with the Terms and Conditions of REPS and the requirements of this document.

A REPS participant must follow the management commitments set out in form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1.

Submission of form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1
The form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1 must be submitted by 1st November 2008 to the Local AES Office. Failure to do so may result in future payments being delayed. 

Monitoring and Compliance

Failure to abide by these terms and conditions and the Terms and Conditions of the Rural Environmental Protection Scheme may result in penalties and reimbursement of all or part of any aid paid.

Monitoring will be carried out to ensure compliance with the undertakings set out in this document and in REPS Plan.

A sample of forms 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1 will be selected for checking to ensure they are prepared in accordance with the Terms and Conditions of the Rural Environmental Protection Scheme and in accordance with these Terms and Conditions.
Additional Housing or Grazing.

A farmer availing of animal housing or grazing land not declared in his/her REPS plan or SPS declaration must submit documentary evidence of access to the housing or land with form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1 e.g. rental agreement, form REPS1A.

Where additional housing facilities are not described in the participant’s REPS plan, then a farmyard sketch with description, dimensions of floor area, condition and capacity should accompany form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1. Where the facilities are not up to REPS standards, remedial work should be specified for completion by date of housing.

Unfenced land adjoining SAC or Commonage.

Where non-commonage lands are unfenced from commonage lands or SAC, the management requirements and grazing restrictions that apply to the commonage or SAC shall also apply to the adjoining unfenced non-commonage lands.

Grazing Commonage during the restricted period.

Where it is not possible due to limited alternative wintering arrangements, to keep all stock off the commonage during the exclusion periods, it is permissible to graze the commonage at a sustainable stocking level throughout the year. The sustainable stocking rate and grazing regime for the holding including commonage(s) must be set out in form 12 Bens/ Maumturks 1Grazing commonage during the restricted period is only permitted where set out in this form.

If during the five-year commitment, a participant’s circumstances change, the contents of form 12- Bens/ Maumturks 1 must be amended where there is any impact on the management of the holding e.g. acquiring additional lands – SAC, commonage or non-commonage and irrespective of the manner by which the lands are acquired. Other reasons for amendment include disposal of land, erection of wintering facilities.

Payments

For the five years of the scheme, REPS participants will be paid €2,000 by NPWS for each year in which they have fully met the destocking and off-wintering provisions of their plans. 

The first year’s payment of €2,000 to REPS participants will be reduced in proportion to the number and length of time that sheep to be destocked remain on the farm during that year.  This is to incentivise early destocking and avoid an oversupply to the market in late 2009.  A copy of the flock register will be required by NPWS at the end of Year 1, before payments can be made

Destocking payments will be reduced by 1/12 for every month or part thereof, that sheep to be destocked remain on the farm in Year 1. 

A copy of the flock register must accompany the first year payment application form.  Compensation will not be payable for destocking down to the polluter pays limit of 5 ewes per hectare.  In addition, the current State Aid guidelines will be adhered to in all cases. Full planned de-stocking must be achieved by 1 November 2009, and where applicable off wintering undertaken from November 2008.
