Procedure for applying for a licence

1. Requests for licence must be made in advance of the shipment and must be made using the Plant Import Request (PIR) Form (Attached)
2. The request must give the following information 

(a) the Genus and Species of the plants, fruit, vegetables that you wish to import 

(b) the quantity you wish import per shipment

(c) the Country of origin
(d) the point of entry e.g. Dublin Airport.

1. Some material will require a Phytosanitary Certificate (Health Cert) which is issued by the Competent Authority of the exporting country stating that the plants, fruit etc are free of all harmful organisms and diseases.

2. A licence is issued for each shipment and a contact name with phone number is listed on the licence to whom you contact re inspection.  Notice of 48 hours is required so that the inspector will be available to carry out the inspection.

3. All requests for licences are to be sent to the Plant Health Section of the Department of Agriculture, Food and the Marine only.  Following receipt importers will be advised as to whether the material is allowed into Ireland and also which material needs a phytosanitary certificate.
