Subject:  Commission Decision of 28 November 2008 (2008/908/EC) authorising certain Member States to revise their annual BSE monitoring programmes has been published.
Commission Decision 2008/908/EC allows the following Member States to revise their monitoring programmes from 1 January 2009; Ireland, Belgium, Denmark, Germany, Greece, Spain, France, Italy, Luxembourg, Netherlands, Austria, Portugal, Finland, Sweden and the United Kingdom. From January 1 the age threshold for the testing of healthy slaughtered bovine animals from the above listed countries will change from 30 to 48 months of age in Ireland. The age threshold for emergency slaughter and casualty animals will change from 24 months to 48 months. The age threshold for bovine animals that die on farm will change from 24 months to 48 months of age. 
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
