To: Operators of all approved meat establishments

Subject: Export of meat and meat products transhipped at third countries to Singapore
Background: This Trader notice is relevant to plants approved to export meat and meat products to Singapore. There is information enclosed on a change in the conditions regarding the shipping of such consignments from Ireland to Singapore
This is to inform you that we have received information from the Agri-Food & Veterinary Authority (AVA) of Singapore about a change in the rules regarding the importation of consignments of meat and meat products into Singapore which are transhipped at third countries en route. 

The details are set out in the AVA circular no. QID/IERD/2011 of 15 November 2011. A copy of the circular is appended to this trader notice. The new rules come into effect on 1 December 2011.

IMPORT OF MEAT AND MEAT PRODUCTS TRANSHIPPED AT THIRD 
COUNTRIES 
 
Currently, import of meat and meat products must be shipped directly from the country of 
origin to Singapore. Countries that do not have direct shipping lines to Singapore may 
apply through AVA if they wish to transit containers carrying meat and meat products at 
third countries before coming to Singapore. 


 
In order to facilitate trade, AVA has reviewed this requirement and we are pleased to 
inform that we will be doing away with the direct shipment requirement for consignments 
in containers with seals that remain intact and require only transfer to a connecting 
vessel at the port of transit. The container seal number would need to be recorded on 
the health certificate that accompanies the import of the consignment. Consignments 
that require a change in container would be assessed on a case-by-case basis and 
importers are required to alert AVA for such situations. 


 
The official implementation date is 1 Dec 2011. AVA reserves the right to reject the 
consignment if there is lack of supporting information that the consignment has been 
properly handled while in transit.
