To: All Approved Beef Slaughter Establishments 

Subject:  New Facility now provided on AIM to alert DAFF staff that imported cattle may be eligible for BSE sampling.
A new facility has been provided on AIM that will alert DAFF staff that imported cattle may be eligible for BSE sampling and require an age check to be carried  out by DAFF staff.

·  All imported animals over 48 months will now be automatically flagged for BSE sampling.

· Younger aged animals will come up undecided on the approval screen and when you view the irregularity  a prompt will appear

 "import may be eligible for BSE testing"
This will alert DAFF staff to do a manual check on age and to manually apply the BSE flag in the approval screen if the animal is over 30mths old (or over 24mths for casualties).
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
