 Subject: Notification regarding the revised Veterinary Health Certificate to accompany exports of bovine meat from Ireland to South Africa.

Please note that there have been amendments to the Veterinary Health Certificate for Frozen Beef (Deboned Recognisable Cuts) into South Africa. 

· South African Authorities have confirmed their acceptance of raising the age limit for BSE testing to 48 months.

· There have been some technical changes made to the definition of SRM(Specified risk material) but these do not affect established procedures.  

· The abattoirs and cutting plants of origin are approved by the National Executive Officer of South Africa.
