 Subject: Export of finished food products containing raw materials of animal origin to the Russian Federation

The Russian Federal service on Veterinary and Phytosanitary control, Rosselkhoznadzor, has asked EU Member States to supply it with lists of enterprises which conform with Russian veterinary-sanitary requirements and standards and who are interested in exporting finished food products containing raw materials of animal origin. 

The deadline for the submission of these lists is Thursday 1 October 2009. 

Based on the submitted lists, Rosselkhoznadzor will approve the lists of enterprises which are allowed to export finished food products containing raw materials of animal origin from the EU to the Russian Federation. The Russian authorities reserve the right to randomly inspect these enterprises. 

After 1 October 2009 export of finished food products containing raw materials of animal origin, from enterprises that are not in the approved lists, will be allowed only after their inspection by the representatives of Rosselkhoznadzor.

Any establishment that is interested in exporting finished food products containing raw materials of animal origin to the Russian Federation should advise the Department by close of business Friday 25th September 2009.
