To: All Food Business Operators at Approved Meat Establishments

 Subject: Export of boneless beef and offal  to Israel

Background

Agreement has been reached with the Israeli authorities on a revised veterinary health certificate for the export of boneless beef and offal from Ireland to Israel. The main change is that the Israelis will now accept meat from animals aged below 48 months without BSE testing and from animals aged over 48 months which have been tested for BSE with negative result.
Scope

All meat exports to Israel must be sourced from those plants which have been approved following a visit from an official veterinarian from Israel. Meat from other plants is ineligible.

Veterinary Health Certificate

Copies of the new veterinary health certificate will be made available to Veterinary Inspectors at the eligible plants through the usual channels, on request.

Role of Plant Management 
 

If plant management wish to supply the Israeli market, they must advise the Veterinary Inspector in advance and draw up a Standard Operating Procedure, in consultation with the Veterinary Inspector. The SOP must contain the criteria necessary for certification of the product for Israel. 
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
