To: All Food Business Operators at Approved Meat Establishments

 Subject: Export of boneless beef to Russia

Background

The veterinary authorities of the Russian Federation have agreed, with effect from 25 August 2010, to accept boneless meat from animals aged up to 48 months which have not been tested for BSE, and from animals aged over 48 months which have been tested for BSE with negative result.
Scope

This decision is applicable to all plants included on the list of enterprises approved for the export of boneless beef to the Russian Federation.

Veterinary Health Certificate

There is no change to the text of the veterinary certificate which already provides for testing at over 30 months or 48 months, depending on the member state of origin.
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
