Application for issue or renewal of a licence for the distribution of

bovine semen by a registered importer of bovine semen

   1.      Terms and Conditions:
  1.1
The licensee shall be subject to the overall veterinary and zootechnical control of the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries & Food and the licence must be available for inspection at all reasonable times by an authorised officer of the Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries & Food.

  1.2
The licensee must be a legal entity within the State and be entered in a register maintained by the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food (Animal Health and Welfare Division) as an importer of frozen bovine semen.

  1.3
Suitable office facilities must be available and a satisfactory office procedure and recording system must be in place that will ensure that the destination of all semen distributed can be easily and rapidly established.

  1.4
Semen must only be distributed to holders of a valid D.I.Y. A.I. licence.

  1.5
Semen for distribution to D.I.Y. A.I. licence holders must be:

  
a)
Pre-purchased and be prepared for dispatch in individual orders.


b)
Each order to be identified so that the licensed D.I.Y A.I. holder can be readily established by name, address, herdnumber and D.I.Y A.I. licence number or an invoice number that contains the aforementioned information. 


c)
Semen for distribution must be accompanied by a certificate issued by the approved semen collection centre/semen storage centre stating the information set out in the attached sample certificate. This certificate should be transferred to the herdowner. The licensee shall issue to each customer, before 15th January each year, a printed list of the total purchases of bovine semen straws by the herdowner in the previous year.
 
d)
Distributed by employees or persons contracted to the company. An up to date register of the personnel involved in the distribution of semen must be maintained by the company and be available for inspection. Changes in personnel must be notified to the Department.

e) Semen must be distributed within a maximum of fourteen days from the date released from the approved semen collection centre/semen storage centre.

f) Semen despatched to D.I.Y A.I. licence holders cannot be returned to approved centres . 

1.6      The licence holder shall ensure that-

a) the A.I. code,  

b) the latest available official genetic evaluation results (including their source and         

      evaluation date),

c) a declaration of known genetic defects where applicable is published 

                  and is included in all publications/advertising/ publicity material relating to all   

                  semen being used.

(e) If the licence holder includes other performance results (e.g. BLUP linear scoring or performance test station results) in publications/advertising/ publicity material relating to all semen being used in the A.I. service then the source and date for these results should be clearly indicated.

  1.7
The licensee must maintain an up to date register of all semen transactions including the following: 


a)
The name of the approved semen collection centre/store and the date on which each consignment was obtained from that centre/store 

b)   the invoice number for the sale of the semen.

c) the name, address and herdnumber of the licensed herdowner who purchased the       

      semen.


d)   the herdowners DIY AI licence number and it's expiry date.


e)   the date of delivery of the semen to the herdowner.
f) Details of the semen supplied in each consignment including the full name of the    

      bull, breed, A.I. code, and number of straws for each bull and the total number of   

      straws relating to each delivery.

1.8 The licensee must make returns as required by the Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries  and Food.

1.9 The licence will be valid for a three-year period from the date of issue.

1.10 Breaches of the conditions of the Licence may result in the Licence being revoked, or  

          other sanctions being imposed or could prejudice future applications by the Licence  

          holder for a Licence to distribute semen. 
1.11  The Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries and Food may withdraw or amend any of these    

            conditions and may add further conditions where necessary.

  1.12  All records referred to above shall be retained for at least six years.

  1.13  Any significant changes, which it is intended to be made to the operation or structure 

     of the licence holder shall be notified in advance in writing to the    

     Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries and Food – examples would include:

(a) Changes in methods of supply of semen 

(b) Changes to supervisory personnel

(c) Changes in contractual arrangements involving the licence holder.             

  1.14     The Licence is non-transferable.      

  1.15     The Licence to which these conditions apply shall unless revoked by the Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries and Food remain valid for the period specified in the licence. 
1.16   The Licence holder shall supply any further information at any time as required by the     

          Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries and Food.
