WINTER CEREAL VARIETIES

IRISH RECOMMENDED LIST 2006

This leaflet contains a list of those varieties which have shown superior merit over a number of years in the Department’s Cereal Variety Evaluation Programme.

 
Growers should give preference to the varieties listed here unless there is strong evidence that some other variety registered on the National Catalogue of Agricultural Plant Varieties is more suited to their conditions.  When large acreages are sown it is advisable to grow a number of varieties, chosen to minimise the effects of disease epidemics.

EVALUATION PROGRAMME

For spring barley and winter wheat, varieties are evaluated in National List trials initially. The most promising varieties are then entered into Recommended List trials after two years, or after one year if merited. For winter barley, oats and spring wheat, new varieties are entered into combined Recommended/National List trials. Trials are carried out at the Department’s variety testing centres at Backweston, Kildalton and Moorepark and on commercial farms recommended by Teagasc tillage advisors. 

Varieties appearing on the list for the first time are Provisionally Recommended: spring barley and winter wheat having completed a minimum of two years in Recommended List trials and one year in National List trials; winter barley, oats and spring wheat having been evaluated for a minimum of three years in combined Recommended/National List trials. The eventual status of these varieties is determined by level of performance in ongoing trials; fully Recommended classification may be deemed merited after a further one to three years, or alternatively they may be removed from the list at any stage.

Variety ratings are derived from the mean of data from the 2003 – 2005 trials.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                             

Yielding capacity of each variety is given as a percentage of control varieties (100).  Yield ratings are from trials carried out in accordance with good commercial husbandry practices.

Actual data are given for 1000 grain weight, hectolitre weight, grain protein and kernel content.  

Assessment of other characteristics is based on a scale of 1 to 9; a high figure is desirable and indicates possession of the characteristic to a high degree. For shortness of straw a difference of one point represents approximately 5 cm (2 inches).  For earliness of ripening a difference of one point represents 2 days.  Varieties with disease ratings of 8 or over are very resistant; 7 indicates good resistance and 6 moderate resistance; 5 indicates moderate susceptibility while 4 is rated susceptible; 1, 2 and 3 are very susceptible.  Figures are bracketed where information is limited.

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NOTES ON VARIETIES

RECOMMENDED:

OPAL:  An early maturing British malting variety with high yield potential. Short stiff straw.  Moderately resistant to mildew and Rhynchosporium.  Moderately susceptible to brown rust and net blotch. [Parentage: (Puffin x Angora)]. 

SIBERIA:    An early maturing six-row French feed variety with very high yield potential. Moderately short, stiff straw. Moderately resistant to mildew and Rhynchosporium. Moderately susceptible to brown rust. Susceptible  to net blotch. Yellow rust susceptible. Brittle rachis with potential for partial ear loss. Small grain with a relatively low hectolitre weight . (Grain quality of six-row are generally inferior to two- row varieties, grain quality can be further  reduced in adverse years ). [Parentage: (Clarine x Energy) x (Monaco x 3627)].

EDDA:  A late maturing German feed variety with high yield potential. Short stiff  straw.  Good resistance to mildew. Moderately susceptible to brown rust and net blotch. Susceptible  to Rhynchosporium. [Parentage: (Alraune) x (Sonate x Igri)].

PROVISIONALLY RECOMMENDED:

ANTELOPE: A moderately early maturing British feed variety with high yield potential. Moderately  short stiff straw.  Moderately susceptible to mildew and moderately resistant to Rhynchosporium  brown rust and net blotch. Large grain size. [Parentage: (Epic x Hannah) x (Intro)].

CAMION: A moderately early maturing British feed variety with high yield potential. Moderately  short and moderately stiff straw.  Moderately susceptible to mildew, Rhynchosporium and brown rust with good resistance to net blotch. [Parentage: (Antigua x Melanie) x (Fanfare)]. 
NOCTURNE: A moderately early maturing British feed variety with high yield potential. Moderately  short and moderately stiff straw. Moderately susceptible to mildew and moderately resistant to net blotch. Good resistance to Rhynchosporium and brown rust. Yellow rust susceptible.  Large grain size. [Parentage: (Magnolia x Regina)].


SPECTRUM: A moderately early maturing British feed variety with very high yield potential. Short stiff straw. Moderately resistant to mildew and net blotch. Moderately susceptible to Rhynchosporium and brown rust. [Parentage: (Pearl x Camera)].

NOTES ON VARIETIES
RECOMMENDED

ACCESS:   A moderately high yielding British variety with very short straw and good resistance to lodging.  Moderately good resistance to mildew and moderately susceptible to Septoria spp.  Grain of feed quality with moderate hectolitre weight. [Parentage: (Chablis x Caspian)].

CLAIRE:   A British variety with moderately short straw. Moderately good lodging resistance.  Moderately resistant to Septoria spp and susceptible to mildew.  Susceptible to sprouting. Grain of good biscuit-making quality and moderate hectolitre weight. [Parentage: (Wasp x Flame)].

EINSTEIN:
   A high yielding British variety with short straw and good resistance to lodging. Moderately good resistance to mildew and moderately susceptible to Septoria spp. Grain of moderate bread-making quality. High thousand grain weight and good hectolitre weight. [Parentage: (NSL WW 91/1670 x NSL WW 90/1282)].

RICHMOND:   A high yielding British variety with short straw. Good resistance to lodging. Moderately resistant to mildew and moderately susceptible to Septoria spp.  Grain of feed quality with high hectolitre weight. [Parentage: (Brigadier x Flame)].

ROBIGUS:   A high yielding British variety with moderately short straw and good lodging resistance. Good resistance to mildew and Septoria spp. Grain of biscuit making quality with low thousand grain weight. Very susceptible to sprouting. [Parentage: (Z 836 x 1366)].

SAVANNAH:   A moderately high yielding British variety with short straw and moderately good lodging resistance. Moderately resistant to mildew but susceptible to Septoria spp.  Grain of feed quality with high thousand grain weight. [Parentage: (Riband x Brigadier)].

SOISSONS:
   A moderate yielding, very early maturing French variety with short straw.  Good resistance to lodging. Moderately resistant to mildew and moderately susceptible to Septoria spp.  Grain of excellent milling and good bread-making quality with high hectolitre weight.  Relative yield expected to be 2 to 3 points higher under farm conditions because, in trials, extreme earliness of this variety results in it being invariably over-ripe at harvest. [Parentage: (Jena x HN 35)].

PROVISIONALLY RECOMMENDED

CORDIALE:   A high yielding British variety with very short straw and very good resistance to lodging. Moderately resistant to mildew and moderately susceptible to Septoria spp.  Grain of good bread-making quality with high hectolitre weight and Hagberg Falling Number. [Parentage: ((Reaper x Cadenza) x Malacca)].

GLASGOW:   A very high yielding French variety with short straw. Moderately weak straw and will need particular attention to prevent lodging. Moderately resistant to mildew and to Septoria spp. Susceptible to sprouting. Grain of feed quality with good hectolitre weight and moderately low thousand-grain weight. [Parentage: (Ritmo x ZE 90/2666 x ZE 11658)].

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NOTES ON VARIETIES
RECOMMENDED

BARRA:   A moderate yielding Swedish variety with moderately stiff straw.  A spring type variety with exceptionally good grain quality.  Very susceptible to mildew and susceptible to crown rust. [Parentage: (Selma x KM1 MS)].

EVITA:   A high yielding Belgian variety with short stiff straw.  A spring type variety with good grain quality.  Susceptible to mildew and crown rust. [Parentage: (Leanda x LP8047)].

FREDDY:   A very high yielding German variety with moderately short stiff straw.  A spring type variety with good grain quality.  Very susceptible to mildew and susceptible to crown rust. [Parentage: (Gramena x 1114/90)].

JALNA:
  A high yielding British variety with short stiff straw and good grain quality.  Moderately resistant to mildew and susceptible to crown rust.  A winter variety with better winter hardiness than the other varieties on the list, all of which are spring types. [Parentage: (Solva x Craig)].

PROVISIONALLY RECOMMENDED

CORRIB:   A very high yielding German variety with moderately short, very stiff straw.  A spring type variety with good grain quality.  Very susceptible to mildew and susceptible to crown rust. [Parentage: (Berber x Adamo)].
