CATTLE BREEDING INFORMATION CAMPAIGN 2008

To be administered by the Irish Cattle Breeding Federation (ICBF)
SCHEDULE OF TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

1. The Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008 will be fully developed, managed and delivered by ICBF.   The Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food (the Department) will provide advice and support in this regard. 

2. This scheme provides for grant aid to a maximum of €100,000 to be made available to ICBF under the National Development Plan (NDP) 2007-2013 for the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008, on the basis of the project proposal submitted by ICBF to the Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries and Food (the Minister) on 7th November 2007, provided the expenditure complies with these terms and conditions.  

3. No aid will be paid in respect of work undertaken or expenditure incurred on the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008 before 1 January 2008.  

4. Funding will be paid by the Department to ICBF only in respect of eligible costs (i.e. costs which can be shown to be directly related to the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008 and eligible in accordance with Article 15(2)(d) and 15(2)(e) of Commission Regulation (EC) No 1857/2006).
5. ICBF will not enter into any agreements to make payments for any costs associated with Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008, other than those stipulated in their proposal document, dated 7th November 2007.

6. The maximum aid payable by the Department will be €100,000, subject to ICBF and the industry each incurring eligible expenditure of at least €100,000.   Otherwise, the amount payable will be reduced to match the eligible expenditure by ICBF, or the industry partners, whichever is lower.
7. Eligibility of expenditure by ICBF will be determined by the Department and will be subject to EU and national rules, EU State Aid regulations and National and EU guidelines.   The Department reserves the right to disallow ICBF expenditure items where the invoices and/or other substantiating documentation do not clearly indicate that the expenditure is directly related to the following elements of the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008 

· hire of meeting rooms, material preparation, printing costs in connection with the series of regional workshops held to update key industry personnel

· farmer awareness campaigns – genetic advertising and farmer updates

· costs associated with the survey to assess the effectiveness of the campaign, other than ICBF staff costs.
8. The appropriate public tendering process must be used and the Department of Finance Public Procurement Guidelines, as well as the relevant EU legislation in this area must be adhered to. 

9. ICBF will be required to submit evidence of the amount spent on this campaign by the industry, including invoices, receipts etc.  The Department reserves the right to disallow industry expenditure items where the invoices and/or other substantiating documentation do not clearly indicate that the expenditure is directly related to the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008.   All industry expenditure incurred earlier than 1 January 2008 will be automatically disallowed.  
10. Any costs, notional or otherwise, associated with services provided or work completed by officers of the Department and/or by staff employed on a regular and on-going basis by ICBF itself will not be regarded as eligible costs.   

11. VAT charges will not form part of the eligible costs unless they are non-recoupable.   The Minister may request evidence from the Revenue Commissioners in this regard.

12. Evidence of up-to-date Tax Clearance Certificates must be provided in respect of ICBF and all contractors and sub-contractors involved in the supply of equipment and or services for this program. 

13. No other application for aid may be sought from the Department or from any other State Agency in respect of any of the costs submitted under this scheme.

14. The funding will be provided on the basis of matured liabilities.   

15. All claims must fully comply with the rules set out in the NDP, available on the NDP website at http://www.ndp.ie/.

16. The Department will not be responsible for any shortfalls in any of the other funding sources for this program.

17. All projects funded by the NDP 2007-2013 must comply with the provisions of all relevant statutes, regulations, bye-laws, etc.  The onus for obtaining all consents, permissions etc, rests with ICBF.

18. ICBF agrees and covenants to fully indemnify the Minister and her officers in respect of any loss, damage or injury, howsoever arising, to any person or property, as a result of participation in workshops and/or seminars organised in connection with the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008.

19. Participation in the Campaign will not be confined to organisations which are members of ICBF.

20. The results of the program and any material published in relation to Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008 must be published, in a format approved by the Department, on the ICBF website and in other appropriate media with at least national distribution and shall not be limited to members of individual organisations. All NDP-funded publications must be easily accessible by any interested party on an equal basis in terms of both cost and time, regardless of whether the party concerned is a member of ICBF and/or the Profit with AI Partnership or not. 

21. Completed claims for draw down of funds in relation to the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008, together with supporting documentation, must be submitted to the Department on or before 30 November 2008.

22. Claims for draw down of NDP funds must be submitted by ICBF in a manner acceptable to the Department and be accompanied by:

a) copies of detailed specifications and/or requirements set for the work and any contracts entered into for the supply of materials or services and any supporting documentation relevant to the program, including details of tendering arrangements, where applicable;  

b) expenditure reports (one for ICBF and one for the industry) listing supplier names, date(s) of service or supply, invoice number, the total amount paid and the budget heading under which repayment is sought;  

c) a copy of each invoice, classified by budget heading, and the original of each receipt (or accounting document of equivalent probative value) confirming payments made in connection with the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008.   All invoices must contain details of the sub-contractor or supplier, the service provided, date issued, invoice number, the amount paid by ICBF or the industry and the amount exclusive of VAT.  All receipts should state the amount paid in addition to the invoice reference number;

d) certification, signed and dated by the Chief Executive of ICBF, clearly identifying that the claim is being made under the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008 and verifying that the account is in order, the work has been completed satisfactorily, the costs are fair and reasonable and that the application complies with these terms and conditions; and

e) any additional material requested by the Department in support of the claim.

23. ICBF will be required to acknowledge, in writing to the Department, each amount of funding paid by the Department in respect of the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008.

24. On request, ICBF must show to the satisfaction of the Department that all contractors, sub-contractors, consultants and suppliers used during the course of this project have complied with all legal, tax registration, employment regulations and any other statutory requirements

25. ICBF will be required to demonstrate, to the satisfaction of the Department, its on-going progress on this project.  ICBF must, on request, furnish any information sought by the Department in this regard in a timely manner.

26. ICBF will be required to formally acknowledge receipt of payments from the Department of NDP funds in its annual report and in all other publications.  

The contribution of the NDP to the Cattle Breeding Information Campaign will be acknowledged by ICBF in all advertisements, publicity, forms, etc and will include the use of the relevant logo.   The positioning of the NDP logo must conform to the guidelines laid down by the Government.  The latest edition of those guidelines is available on the NDP website at http://www.ndp.ie/.   

27. Payment of NDP funds will be subject to inspection checks and/or audit, from time to time, by officials of the Department, Office of the Comptroller and Auditor General, the EU Commission or the EU Court of Auditors and in this connection ICBF will be required to:

a) provide facilities to allow on-site access to, and examination of, all relevant installations and records;

b) provide copies of annual accounts and any necessary supplementary information;

c) maintain and make available to such officers on request, originals of records relating to expenditure incurred by ICBF and any further supporting documentation/files required to verify validity and accuracy of those records, including where requested tenders, paid invoices, receipts, bank statements, returned paid cheques, certificates issued by auditors etc, any or all of which may be verified independently by the Department;

d) maintain and make available to such officers on request, copies of records relating to expenditure incurred by the industry and any further supporting documentation/files required to verify validity and accuracy of those records, including receipts, any or all of which may be verified independently by the Department

e) ensure that expenditure incurred which formed the basis of claims and the payment to ICBF of NDP funds are easily identifiable in the ICBF accounting system.    ICBF must credit to their nominated bank account any revenue arising from Cattle Breeding Information Campaign 2008 and any rebates, reductions or commission received which are not already included on the relevant invoice(s). ICBF must notify the Department of any such amounts when submitting a claim for NDP funds under this campaign; and

f) ensure that there is a clear audit trail from claims to source documents, to item supplied and that the purpose of all procurements can be clearly established. 

28. If it is found that any portion of the NDP funding has not been used for the purpose for which it was intended, or that an irregularity in relation to the funding has occurred, ICBF must, upon request, immediately re-imburse the amount involved to the Minister.

29. The Minister reserves the right to alter, from time to time, the conditions attaching to, and the procedures to be followed, in relation to this program.
