Introduction

The Department of Agriculture, Food and the Marine’s (hereinafter know as the Department) mission is “to lead the sustainable development of a competitive, consumer focused agri-food sector and to contribute to a vibrant rural economy and society”.  In carrying out its mission the Department undertakes a variety of functions including:

· Policy advice and development on all areas of Departmental responsibility; 

· Representation in international, especially EU and national, negotiations;

· Development and implementation of national and EU schemes in support of agriculture, food, rural development and rural environment;

· Monitoring and controlling aspects of food safety; 

· Control and audit of public expenditure under its control;

· Regulation of the agriculture and food industries through national and EU legislation; 

· Monitoring and controlling animal and plant health and animal welfare; 

· Monitoring and direction of state bodies engaged in the following areas;

· Market development and promotion

· Research, training and advice

· Industry regulation and development

· Commercial activities

· Direct provision of support services to agriculture and food.

The Department’s Information Management and Technology Group (IMT) is responsible for the development and maintenance of high quality, stable and secure IT systems that support the Department’s core activities. In pursuance of this mission there are a number of teams responsible for the development and maintenance of the Department’s IT systems.

The Minister for Agriculture, Food & Marine, hereinafter known as the Minister, has a requirement for a part-time geo-spatial systems specialist/software developer to provide expertise in relation to the various Geographical Information Systems in the Department. This role involves supporting the geo-spatial requirements of various sections within the Departments such as the Single Farm Payment, Forest Service, ERAD, Fisheries and Coastal Zone in relation to their spatial applications and also the provision of strategic GIS expertise regarding the implementation of the EU Inspire Directive.  

The Department has a number of geo spatial systems that support the processing of Single Farm Payments, Forestry Payments, REPS and AEOS payments. The spatial data created and maintained on the Forestry and Single Farm Systems is extracted and merged with data from other Department systems. The HerdFinder system was developed to provide spatial data to local offices in the monitoring of disease control measures. The Forest Extract system extracts spatial data from the IFORIS system and is used for environmental reporting, for forecasting timber output for future years and to determine where funding for roads will be require in the future for harvested timber. 
The geo-spatial expert contracted as a result of this ITT will engage with the Departments GIS Unit in Wexford to provide the appropriate level of expertise to assist in enhancing and supporting these systems.

2.
Invitation to Tender
The Minister invites tenders from Service Providers willing to provide a GEO-Spatial systems specialist /software developer resource on a draw down contract basis for a maximum of 220 days over a 12-month period.  The current requirement for this resource is 15 days per month but this requirement may be subject to change over the period of the contract.
The specialist will be based within the IT Group in the Departments HQ in Agriculture House, Kildare Street, Dublin 2 but will be required to work 1 day per week with the IMT team in Johnstown Castle, Wexford. The Wexford team has primary responsibility for the delivery of IT systems to the Forest Service but is also responsible for the management of the Department’s GIS Unit. S/he may also be occasionally required to work in other Departmental locations e.g. Celbridge, Co. Kildare or Portlaoise, Co. Laois. 
Service Providers should note that the Minister will not pay travel and/or subsistence payments for attendance at any Departmental location.
2.1         Role Description
· Maintenance of existing HerdFinder system and associated iterations;

· Maintenance of existing Forest Extract system – used for extracting data for Forestry dataset and ad-hoc spatial queries;
· Further GIS work relating to the compilation of GIS data to meet the INSPIRE Directive requirements;

· Validation of spatial data for AEOS and REPS schemes;

· Working closely with the business users to maximise the potential of the geo-spatial solutions currently in place or under development;  
· Providing an advisory and research service to the Department on GIS technologies generally and their integration into business applications;
· Actively engaging in the enhancement of Departmental GIS technology deployment for the Forest Service, SPS, AEOS, REPS, Fisheries and Foreshore staff and their respective customer bases;
· Processing requests from external bodies for GIS data;

· Developing the provision of Internet access to GEOSHARE server for internal users (GEOSHARE server contains a repository of valuable datasets for the Forestry Divisions);

· Advise on and promotion of the use of the GEOSHARE data for non-Forestry purposes;

· Engaging in technical forums with Department technical staff in which GIS plans for the Department are drawn up and agreed, with a role of representing the views of the IT Group and of assessing the impact on the DAFM IT function of agreed requirements;

· Participating actively in any structured discussions, forums etc. whether formal or informal, within the Department’s IT Group where cross-functional GIS issues are processed;

· Analysing the long-term potential of various solutions offered by vendors in an independent manner. Providing an independent perspective on GIS technologies;

· Contributing to the overall IT strategy and enterprise architecture through participation in cross-functional forums;

· Influencing the technology direction for infrastructure components, which would have an impact on geo-spatial solutions in the business areas for which the IT Divisions provide services. This will include components such as workstations, mobile devices, servers, and networks;

2.2       Candidate Requirements
Any proposed candidate must possess the following: -

· A minimum of two years experience designing geo-spatial architectures and infrastructures;
· A minimum of two years experience in the development of enterprise level GIS software applications;
· A minimum of two years experience in the application of geo-spatial solutions in relevant business fields such as surveying or cartography;

· Good knowledge of all technology architecture considerations (performance, scalability, maintainability, deployment, operations, technology infrastructure);

3.
Contract duration

The contract will be draw down contract for a maximum of 220 contracted days over a 12-month period.  While the maximum number of contracted days will be set at 220 contracted days in a 12-month period, the current requirement is for 15 contracted days per month. The proposed contractor will be required to work three/four days per week in the Department and must be available from January 2012.
The Department reserves the right to re-negotiate contract rates in line with any decreases in contractor rates that may have taken place generally in the market, or in accordance with any future government decision in that regard.

Prices and terms quoted should hold good for 120 days from the final date for receipt of tenders. The price must be the best price and final offer for the award of the contract(s).

Prices quoted in the tender cannot be subject to increase during the period of the contract. However, should the selected Service Provider, after the award of contract and during the period of the contract, effect a general reduction in respect of the proposed product(s) or services, then at least a pro-rata reduction in the tender price is expected to be applied to services covered by the contract.
8.4.
The Minister retains the right to withhold payment where a Service Provider has failed to meet his contractual obligations in relation to the delivery of goods / services to an acceptable level of quality.

Tax Clearance Certificate

Before a contract is awarded the successful Service Provider (and agent, where appropriate) will be required to produce, within 7 working days of being requested, a current Tax Clearance Certificate or, in the case of a non-resident Service Provider, an appropriate statement from the Irish Revenue Commissioners. Appendix D
 Regulation 53 of S.I. 329 of 2006

Exclusion of certain persons from being considered for awards of public contracts

1.
In considering whether or not to award a public contract, a contracting authority shall exclude from consideration any person who, to the knowledge of the authority, has been convicted of an offence involving―

(a) participation in a prescribed criminal organisation, or

(b) corruption, or

(c) fraud, or

(d) money laundering.

2. 
In order to give effect to paragraph (1), the contracting authority―

(a) shall, whenever appropriate, ask a candidate or tenderer to supply the documents referred to in paragraph (6), and

(b) may, if it has doubts concerning the personal situation of the candidate or tenderer, also seek information that it considers relevant from an appropriate competent administrative or judicial authority.

3. 
If the information referred to in paragraph (2)(b) concerns a candidate or tenderer established in another Member State, the contracting authority may request the co-operation of the competent authority of that other State. Such a request may extend to any agent of the person and, in the case of a body (whether incorporated or unincorporated), extend to any person who is concerned in the direction or management of the body.

4.
In considering whether to award a public contract, a contracting authority may exclude 
from consideration any person―

(a) who is subject to a bankruptcy or insolvency procedure or process of a kind specified in paragraph (5), or

(b) who has been found guilty of professional misconduct by a competent authority that is authorised by law to hear and determine allegations of professional misconduct against persons that include the operator, or

(c) who has committed grave professional misconduct provable by means that the authority can demonstrate, or

(d) who has not fulfilled an obligation to pay a social security contribution as required by a law of the country or territory―

(i) where the person ordinarily resides or carries on business, or

(ii) where the authority is established, or

(e) who has not fulfilled an obligation to pay a tax or levy imposed by or under a law of the country or territory―

(i) where the person ordinarily resides or carries on business, or

(ii) where the authority is established, or

(f) who has provided a statement or information to the authority or another contracting authority knowing it to be false of misleading, or has failed to provide to the authority or another such authority a statement or information that is reasonably required by the authority for the purpose of awarding the public contract concerned.

5. A person is subject to a bankruptcy or insolvency procedure or process for the purpose of paragraph (4) if ―

(a) the person is bankrupt or the subject of a bankruptcy petition, or

(b) the person, being a body corporate, is being wound up or the subject of  proceedings for compulsory winding up, or

(c) the person’s affairs are being administered by a court, or the person is the subject of proceedings in which it is sought to have the person’s affairs so administered, or

(d) the person has entered into an arrangement with creditors, or

(e) the person has suspended business activities, or

(f) the person is, in the opinion of the contracting authority concerned, in any situation analogous to any of those mentioned in subparagraphs (a) to (e) under a law of the State, another Member State or a third country relating to bankruptcy or insolvency.

6.  
A contracting authority shall accept as sufficient evidence that a person is not liable to be excluded under paragraph (1) or under subparagraph (a), (b), (d) or (e) of paragraph (4)―

(a) a copy of the relevant judicial record, or

(b) in the absence of such a copy, a certificate issued by a competent judicial or administrative authority in the country or territory where the person ordinarily resides or carries on business, or the authority is established, showing that the particular subparagraph does not apply to the person.

7. 
Without limiting paragraph (6), a contracting authority shall accept as sufficient evidence that a person is not liable to be excluded under subparagraph (d) or (e) of paragraph (4) a certificate issued by the Collector General of the Office of the Irish Revenue Commissioners showing that the relevant subparagraph does not apply to the person.

8.
If a question arises as to whether paragraph (1), or subparagraph (a) or (b) of paragraph (4), applies to a person and either―

(a) the relevant judicial or administrative or competent authority in the country or territory in question does not issue documents of the kind referred to in paragraph (6), or (7), or 

(b) although it issues documents of that kind, they do not cover the case in question, the contracting authority concerned shall accept instead a declaration made by the person on oath or, in the case of a Member State where there is no provision for making a declaration on oath, a solemn declaration made by the person before a person authorised for the purpose under a law of that Member State.

9.  
The following are authorised authorities for the purposes of paragraph (8):

(a) a competent judicial or administrative authority of the country or territory where the person ordinarily resides or carries on business or where the contracting authority is established;

(b) a notary or a competent professional or trade body located in that country or territory.
