Lease of Concession to Operate a Car Park at Ros an Mhíl

Introduction:

The Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries & Food invites tenders from persons interested in operating a car park with capacity for in excess of three hundred vehicles (approximately) located at Ros an Mhíl Fishery Harbour Centre, Co. Galway, from 29th June 2009 to 7th September 2009.       

The site may be inspected by prior arrangement with the Harbour Master Capt. John Donnelly (Tel: 091-572108) or his assistant. Application forms and an outline of the conditions under which the site may be let can be obtained from the Harbour Master’s office or downloaded from the Department’s website: www.agriculture.gov.ie or the Government Procurement website www.etenders.gov.ie 

Closing date for receipt of Tenders:

Completed tender forms should be forwarded to reach the address below not later than 5pm on Friday 19th June 2009. Envelopes should be clearly marked “Tender for Car Park Letting at Ros an Mhíl in top left corner. Late tenders will not be accepted.

The Department of Agriculture, Fisheries & Food reserves the right to negotiate with any applicant and is not obliged to accept any application.

Award Criteria:

The Contract will be awarded to the most economically advantageous tender on the basis of the proposals/arrangements put forward for the management and operation of the car park.  The proposals for management and operation of the car park must accompany the tender application.  

Outline Conditions under which Car Park at Ros an Mhíl may be let

Permission to operate the car park will be valid from 29th June 2009 to 7th September 2009.  All rent to be paid in advance.

Permission will lapse automatically on 7th September 2009 and the operator will remove all his/her equipment, etc from the site on that date.

The operator will be liable for any pollution, nuisance, annoyance or damage caused by use of the car park and shall undertake such remedial work as required without delay.

The operator shall keep the Minister and the State indemnified against all expenses, actions, claims, demands and proceedings in respect of any loss, accident or damage of any nature whatsoever whether to persons or property arising from the operation of the car park and shall effect in respect of such indemnity Public Liability Insurance. The Policy to be unlimited as to number of claims but limited to €1,000,000 in respect of any one claim.

The operator shall be responsible for payment of all rates, taxes, duties and any other charges which shall be levied on site by the local and central authorities.

The operator shall not assign, underlet, subdivide or part with the possession of the site or any part thereof and shall not permit it to be used other than for the purpose of providing parking for motor vehicles

The operator shall not erect or cause to be erected any building or sign(s) other than a temporary office for the administration of the car park and such building or sign(s) shall only be erected with the prior permission of the Harbour Master at Ros an Mhíl Fishery Harbour Centre and must comply with any planning regulations pertaining to such structures.

The operator shall ensure that the collection of car parking fees does not in any way result in an obstruction to the harbour by vehicles queuing to enter the car park.

The operator may not allow high sided vehicles to use the car park such as busses etc without the Harbour Master’s permission.

Charges to be levied by the operator for use of the car park by vehicles shall be reasonable and, in any event, shall not exceed the sum of:-

Five euro (€5.00) per car per day and seven euro (€7.00) per day per van, camper, etc.

Vehicles parked in excess of five consecutive days to be allowed the following special rates: Twenty five euro (€25.00) per car per week and thirty five euro (€35.00) per van, camper etc., per week. 

An extra special charge shall apply to long term parking. Sixty euro (€60.00) per month or part thereof.

Charges levied by the operator to be clearly displayed at the entrance to the car park to the Harbour Master’s satisfaction.

The operator shall keep the site free from litter and rubbish and in a clean and tidy condition to the satisfaction of the Harbour Master at Ros an Mhíl Fishery Harbour Centre.

The agreement may be terminated by either party at any time by giving three months notice in writing ending on any day and on termination the operator shall not be entitled to compensation for disturbance or any loss sustained and shall proceed at his own expense and to the satisfaction of the Minister to restore the lands and property of the Minister to a satisfactory condition.

In the event of the Minister terminating the agreement, the operator will be entitled to a refund of the rent paid on a pro-rata basis.

Each tender application must be accompanied by €100 (non-refundable) Cheques should be crossed and made payable to the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries & Food.

Special Conditions:

· The successful applicant will have to be in possession of a valid Tax Clearance Certificate.

· The successful applicant will have to provide evidence of appropriate Public Liability Insurance.
